The Norm Ehmann Fund
With the interest income form the Norm Ehmann Fund and, monies directly from the Pacific Northwest Conference; we were able to support four research projects that will directly benefit our industry here in the Northwest:
1. We were able to continue to support Laurel Hansen’s project addressing moisture ants, velvety tree ants, and odorous house ants.  She will be determining the distribution, life cycle, nesting, behavior, and management strategies for these ant species in the Northwest.

2. We were also able to fund a new project for Laurel which will focus on carpenter ant baiting.  She will be studying the nutrient requirements and flow of food through a colony to better understand how to develop effective baiting strategies.
3. We will also be funding Nancy Hinkle’s project (from the University of Georgia) to develop a management protocol for PMP’s responding to people suffering from Delusory Parasitosis.

4. Finally, we will be funding a project for Allan Felsot of Washington State University to create a resource for information on materials that we currently use in our industry.  The resource will include information on toxicology, efficacy, and detailed use information.  PMP’s will be able to access and download information to help in product selection, product use, technician training, and customer education.  Allan will be attending the Pacific Northwest Conference to solicit our feed back as to which materials we would like to have information on, as well as to gather field data from our experiences with specific materials.
